Below are suggested links to the Cub Challenge badges, please refer to the website list to obtain further information and resources. 
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The Global Challenge
· Find out about the traditions, culture, food, religion and other interesting things about Japan.
· Find out about an aspect of international Scouting in Japan.  They could take part in a 'Join In Japan' activity, or arrange a visit from a Japan participant. Or, they could find out about Scouting in Japan.
· Find out about a technology of their choice. This could be a personal computer, a car engine, an aircraft or anything similar. They should understand the basic functions of the technology and how it is used and a brief history. They should then present your findings to the rest of the Pack.
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The Outdoor Challenge 

Join in Japan Day – 22nd May 2010. 
· Take part in three new outdoor activities that you have not done before, for example; kite flying.
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 The Community Challenge

· Find out about a place of worship (preferably different from their own) in their local community. Find out what happens there and tell other Cub Scouts about it. If possible they should visit a place of worship or meet a religious leader. This could possibly be undertaken for example visiting a Buddhist temple.
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 The Promise Challenge

· Find out about someone who has done their best. – Sadako Sasashi & Children’s Peace Monument or the legend of Kintaro.
· Find out about a faith other than their own. This should include places of worship and a festival or ceremony. If possible a visit to a place of worship should be undertaken or a visit from a religious leader arranged.   For example; Buddhist or Shinto religion.
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The Fitness Challenge
· Show how they have done their best in a sport or activity over a two-week period. This can be something new or a sport/activity they currently take part in. This may be applicable if the sport is related to ones more commonly found in Japan. 
· Show how they have improved their physical fitness over a two-week period. This might include examining what they eat and improving their diet, how much exercise they take, how much sleep they get and explain how they might continue to improve their fitness in the future. Samurai Warriors had to be very disciplined and fit.

· What do the Cubs think about Sumo Wrestlers, a very ancient Japanese sport?
· Try two new sports or physical activities at least once, for example, a martial art / table tennis or badminton. 
· Make Japanese Otedama – beanbags and use them in some skill games.
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The Creative Challenge
· Design and make something, for example, a  kite ;  Carp Kites – Koinobori or make a Japanese doll either a Daruma / Kokeshi / Golden Boy ( Kintaro)
· Create something using information technology, for example, a poster.

· Write a poem or short story on a subject of their choice. – Japanese Haiku poetry

· Design and make something using pioneering skills – Japanese Pagoda / Zen Garden
· Make something Japanese related using Origami skill e.g. Crane / Samurai Helmet / Carp Kite.

· Make a Japanese Fan and decorate.
